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Getting to Chelmsford 
  

By Car 
Chelmsford is located just off the A12, with good links to both the M25 
and M11. 

For those visiting on the day, due to a lack of long stay parking within 
the relatively compact City Centre, there are two park and ride 
facilities located just off the A12. Both offer frequent services into the 
City Centre and stop very close to the Cathedral (Chelmsford Rail

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Staying Overnight 
 

Being a compact city, this does create limited options 
for those wishing to stay overnight in Chelmsford. 

 

The two main options are: 

 

Premier Inn Chelmsford City Centre 

The Premier Inn Chelmsford City Centre is located a 
few minutes walk away from both the Rail Station, 
Cathedral and City Centre. 

 

Travelodge Chelmsford 

The Travelodge Chelmsford is located around ¾ mile 
from the Cathedral. 
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
